REQUI RENMENT: Fort Bragg Boul evard is a 4-1ane public highway that traverses

through the eastern portion of Fort Bragg in a north-south direction. It is
necessary to close Fort Bragg Boulevard to non-DOD traffic for AT/FP. The
non-DOD traffic currently using Fort Bragg Boulevard will be redirected to
Mur chi son Road. The redirected traffic will require the w dening of Mirchison
